NECAP Results 

There have been many questions of late about our students’ performance on standardized tests, especially the NECAP scores. The NECAP (New England Common Assessment Program) tests are the state tests that assess how well students are doing in achieving New Hampshire’s Grade Level Expectations. 
 
You will find links to timelines of test scores from the first year of the NECAP test, 2005 until 2007.  Here are some things to know as you look at the information:
· In 2005, there are no scores because it was the pilot year of the NECAP so no scores were given although students did take the test. 

· Students are tested on what they learned the prior year.  

· Writing scores are only at 5th and 8th, the two grades that take that portion of the test. 

· The arrow boxes show when different structure and/or curriculum changes took place along the timeline to show the effect of those changes. 

· PBIS is the behavior management system that was implemented in the year 2004-2005. 

· The 2006-2007 school year was the first full year that the curriculum was aligned to the grade level expectations and students were learning those in every class at every level. 

· Reader’s Workshop is the format that the language arts teachers use to teach the reading grade level expectations.  It allows for students to read at their own level, has focus lessons, guided practice, and individual work.  Teachers are able to conference with each student to determine the level of learning. 

· Everyday Math is the math program that is being used in grades K-6. 

· Understanding by Design is a format and structure in which teachers plan in-depth learning units using the grade level expectations and how to assess that students have met those expectations. 

· The percentage shows those students that scored at the proficient and distinction levels combined. 

· The percentages are also shown for the state for the same years. 

 
You will see from the outline that the number of students at proficient and distinction has been increasing since beginning the NECAP tests.  We believe the changes that are listed on the timeline and others have led to this increased learning for our students.  The overall results will be analyzed for strengths and areas that need improvement in our on going effort to individualize instruction with the Grade Level Expectations.
