Changes in Dismissal Routine

If your child has any change in how they get home at the end of the day (ie. going to a friend’s house, being picked up by you or anyone else, a change in day care or after school program…etc.)  PLEASE send in a note with your child’s classroom teacher’s name and what the change will be so we can end it to the office.  When in doubt ALWAYS send a note.

Toys

Toys are to be left at home.  Many times they get broken by accident and feelings are hurt or they become a distraction throughout the day!  NO TOYS.

Volunteers

Volunteers will be contacted and begin helping in October. 

Please note that classroom volunteer policies vary in each classroom.  Stay tuned for further information from your child’s classroom teacher. 

Dismissing Your Child Early

If you need to dismiss your child early from school please write a note and send it into school with your teacher’s name on it.  The note will enable the office and your child’s teacher to be expecting you.

Home/School Folder

This is EXTREMELY important!  All correspondence and homework or unfinished school work will be sent home via a home/school folder.  Please check the contents each night and make sure it comes back to school in the morning. 

Homework
Homework will begin right away.  Homework will vary in subject matter but please expect it Monday through Thursday.  It is very important to complete homework each night as it is practice.

Visiting the School

If you will be coming into the building during the school hours and going anywhere other than the office you will need to sign in at the office and get a “visitor’s pass” to wear in the building.

**This is very important because if a staff member sees a person without identification that person is considered an intruder in the building.  The staff member is obligated to call a lockdown for the entire school to ensure the safety of the children. 

Emergency Information

Please send your emergency forms back as quickly as possible, if you have not already done so.  This information is of the utmost importance.

Field Trips

All chaperones must have a volunteer form on file.  The first slips returned are the parents who are asked to come.
