We have been practicing several numeration exercises.  Let your child count for you to 20, 50 or 100.  Try


Counting by 5s, 10s and 2s. Try counting backward from 10, 20 or 30.  Try counting up or back from any number.  Talk about numbers that are one more… and one less.  





Reading numbers has been another area of focus.  Notice numbers in the course of your day and take the opportunity to read the environment.





First graders vary in their mastery of these skills and practice benefits each individual and our group.  This practice – as well as any practice in 1st grade- should be fun.  We want the kids to love counting.  So, if you think your child may not be up to it at a specific moment, try modeling, singing, chanting, or waiting until another time (.  I have seen everyone counting willingly and with enthusiasm!!

We have now introduced all the letter names and sounds for the alphabet.  Please continue to practice letter names and sounds at home with your child as well as proper letter formation.





Together, we have composed several letters.  Our morning message has served as a model and the class has had several opportunities to tell me what to write to complete our message.  We will continue to extend this by writing thank you letters to some of the people who have been kind to our class.  Ask your child about the letters we wrote to Mrs. Levesque (thanking her for her help with our butterflies) and to the PTA (thanking them for those great pencil boxes)!





The kids in 1Y are interviewing each other and writing about their classmates in their writing journals.  Much of this “writing” I am modeling for them (transcribing their words), using proper letter formation and spacing.  Several children are beginning to write on their own.  Kids who are willing to try this are relying on their knowledge of letter sounds.  Some are copying print from the environment.  Like reading, writing is a developmental process.  Practice and modeling help kids to increase their independence.  I meet the children where they are and help them progress accordingly.



































































































































 We continue to learn about civics and government focusing on family, neighborhood and community.  We will talk about the continents and the countries that make up our world. Next will study community helpers that help us everyday. 








Our focus on Life Science will continue this quarter as we learn more about animals, humans and plants.
