Math Facts – Every week, we have a parent volunteer coming in to administer the math facts program.  Please continue to practice at home or in the car with your child.  We are working on addition and subtraction.  If your child cannot say 5+2=7, then they are not automatic.  Keep practicing!

We played a couple math games this week. Basketball was a favorite. This required children to roll three dice, add them, record and after 5 plays add all the sums. Wait, the game is not done, then children had to add both halves of the game and subtract the 2 teams total to see how many points the team won by,
Next week we will begin to learn about simple machines. Children will then have a chance to make a poster costume showing a word they have learned.

	The children worked very hard on editing their ocean stories. Most of the class finished their three paragraphs, remembered to indent the first line and hung them to be admired by all. They reached for excellence. 
 

Children are reading daily. The purpose is to increase their fluency. The goal for the end of second grade is now 90 to 106 words per minute. For those already higher, they are expected to increase their reading by 1.5 or more words per week, with expression. Yes, reading the same book more than once is expected, especially when the book is not a chapter book. The first read is just to enjoy. The second time is to work on what the story is about. The third read is to work on expression and fluency. After that, the child can read their other books. If reading a chapter book, your child is to practice 2 pages over and over.
