Happy New Year to you all! I hope the cold that traveled around our class has run its course and everyone is healthy.

Spelling words come from Wilson and from misspelled words in the journals. Here are the words: good, home, come, from, watch, want, where, go, wait, and have. The spelling test will be held on Friday.

In science the class will focus on the moon and its phases. It will be part of their homework. The journal will be due the week of Jan29-Feb 2. Students can bring in their completed journal any time that week. I am looking for 18 entries. Each one should have an illustration of the moon. I want the students to have all 8 phases of the moon. The newspaper, internet, or TV can be used to find out the different phases. 
I need four sentences describing the weather and the moon. I have included all the items I am looking for in the moon journal. Please go over these with your child. I will deduct points for spelling, capitalization or punctuation mistakes. I expect the class to know that a sentence is one complete thought and be able to demonstrate their understanding of this concept in their journal entries.
Specials this week are: Tuesday is art, Wednesday is music, Thursday is health, and Friday is computer.

We are still reading Charlotte’s Web.  We will be writing in our journals on what a predator is. I will be asking the class to think about other predators besides spiders. 
Everyday Math has the students looking at coins. We will continue to count money by using the price of the item bought and counting the coins, up to a dollar. Ask your child to count change for you. We are having problems with counting change. As in anything they learn, the more they do, then the easier it will become.  We are also using the addition facts on Tuesday. The class has a two minute practice to see how many facts they remember.
