

	 Math: Children have completed geometry. Children constructed pyramids this week. We count and read numbers in the thousands. Counting and changing the hundred is a challenge for them. (1,599, 1,600)
       We continue to work on estimating and adding. 33 + 56 = 89. The estimate will help the child to know if the answer they get makes sense. Is it in the ballpark? 30 + 60 = 90. 89 is close to 90, so the answer is probably right.

        Please check the Reference book for partial sums. They are not regrouping when using the addition double digit algorithm.

          Next unit, children will work on adding 3 addends, subtraction strategies, more multiplication stories and division.
