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· This week in Math we wrapped up Unit 4. We took our assessment today. I feel confident the class did well.
· Next week we will begin Unit 5 which will focus on Estimation and Multi-digit Multiplication.
· Please encourage your child to study those 28 multiplication facts for 5-10 minutes each night. It will help! 
· We began generating a plot diagram of our read aloud book A Week in the Woods by Andrew Clements. Today, students began plot diagrams of their own Reader’s Workshop books. Ask your child about the Exposition, Rising Action, Climax, Falling Action, and Resolution of his/her book.  

· Reading Logs for the Book-It Challenge for January are due on February 1. Pizza certificates will follow shortly thereafter. 
· The Fisher Cats Reading Challenge is on. Students are required to read 5 books, outside of school assigned reading and the Book-It challenge, in order to receive 2 free tickets to a Fisher Cats game.
· Next week we will be going on our field trip to the State House in Concord and the NH Historical Museum. Please remind your child about appropriate behaviors while on field trips.
