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Reading:  ANCIENT INCA
Students are continuing their Inca Fact Finding.  Additionally, they are planning projects to present (alliteration) to their (homophone) classmates.  Some ideas for format are a rap, model, magazine, menu, chess game, board game, playing cards, paper dolls, and more. (comma-listing)  We are also focusing on citing sources! (alliteration)
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Our creative learners are additionally reading various descriptions pertaining to the Inca Empire.  As they read, they are highlighting the descriptive language.  Last, (transition word) they are drawing a visual of what they read, using the author’s word clues.  So, it is a reverse picture prompt! (alliteration)                                  We have some Picassos!

Language Arts: The MUPPETS  
We will be Morphing Muppets this week.     Students will choose three Muppets that they have similarities with.  For each Muppet, students will identify the similar character trait, and choose a section of the Muppet to represent it.  For example, I identify with Animal, energy; Miss Piggy, dressing up; and Kermit, organized.       Therefore, my Morphed Muppet would have an Animal HEAD, Miss Piggy BODY, and Kermit LEGS!  
Spelling:   This week’s focus is the long U sound, and how it is represented in multi-farious ways.  (ough, uCe……)  Students are sorting their words according to categories, as well as creating words of their own using the categories.
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Grammar:  Fix the Sentence has become one of the greatest grammar games!  Alliteration!  Editing and grammar concepts are inculcated via weekly sentences inundated with spelling words, grammatical concepts, and of course,      MUPPET themes.  Students highlight the errors, use editing marks, and re-write the sentence correctly.     After, (transition word) thrown markers, pay attention, are used by students to work together as a team to correct the errors on the board.  This is a competitive timed activity; when the last error is corrected, a student must hand me back the marker in order to stop the clock.    Each class has come up with an individual problem-solving strategy, and also mastered how to outrun me!
