	-Fill out graphic organizers or the story that they are independently reading.
-Students will keep a reading log of what they are reading and how much they read each day in class.

-The reading log will also contain a section for questions, comments, thoughts about the book that they are reading.  (This should be filled out every day that they read.)


	-Through conferencing, students will show that they have built up their reading stamina.
-Participation in class discussion of the read aloud.



	Stage 3 - Learning Plan

	1. Books from the library will be collected on the genre of fantasy.  Books from the classroom library will also be collected.  (Books will include Grade levels of 5 up to Young Adult.)
2. The class will review several types of genres which will include that of fantasy.  The definition of fantasy will be discussed.

3. Students will have an opportunity to look at all the books in a Carousel Activity.
4. Students will choose a book that is at their “just right” level.
5. Students will participate in the “Reader’s Workshop” where they will meet with the teacher /aide 1xweekly to read one page and answer questions about their books of fantasy.  (A focus lesson and a wrap up will be included in each reading session—see attached.)
