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A School Nurses Guide for Entering School

There are several requirements for entering your child into a public school. The following are needed for students entering preschool, kindergarten or first grade.
· Your child must have a copy of a physical exam signed by the physician and dated within the last year.

· Your child must have a copy of an up to date immunization record required by the state of New Hampshire.

· If your child has any medical concerns such as diabetes, asthma, food allergies, you must have a doctor’s note and arrange a meeting with the school nurse regarding these medical concerns.

· If your child needs to receive medicine at school you must have a doctor’s order, the medication in the original bottle from the pharmacy with all the correct information and a permission slip signed by the parent. Do not send medicine in with your child at any time. The parent must bring in the medication.
· A copy of your child’s birth certificate.

· First Graders are screened in the spring prior to their entry in the fall. This consists of hearing, vision done by the nurse. The teachers also do school readiness screening. You will be notified when this will be done.
Check with your physician and make sure your child is up to date with his/her immunizations. You can also check on line at: www.dhhs.state.nh.us/DHHS/Immunization/default.htm for state requirements.
Requirements for older students transferring into the system from another school are:

· A copy of all school records

· A copy of Immunizations 

· A physical done within the last two years

· Parents should set up a meeting with the school nurse for any health concerns or medications needed in school.
· If a student needs medication in school he needs a written order from the doctor, a permission form signed by the parent, and the parent must bring in the medication in the original prescription bottle.

All students with health concerns will have a health care plan done by the nurse. Those needing a 504 due to a physical illness will have this done by the guidance counselor.
