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POLICYFOR ACCEPTABLEUSE OF COMPUTERSANDNETWORKS

The following policy for acceptable use of school district computers and networks, including the internet, shall apply to all school  district administrators, faculty, staff, students and community users. All technology equipment shall be used under the  supervision of the school building administrator or designated computer technologist. For the purposes of this policy the term “user" will be used hereafter to include school district administrators, staff, students and community users.

ACCEPTABLE USE

1. Contact with researchers, educators, students, and databases in connection with instruction, research, or exploration of

the internet resources.

2. Communication and exchange for professional development, to maintain currency or to debate issues in a field of

knowledge.

3. Use in applying for/or administering grants or contract for instruction or research, but not for other fundraising or public

relations activities. .

4. Any other administrative communications or activities which support and promote the educational goals and objectives

of the school district.

5. Communication incidental to otherwise acceptable use, except for illegal or specifically unacceptable use.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS FOR USE OF COMPUTERS AND NETWORKS - Prior to user access to the computer networklinternet, all users are to receive information in which the computer and network system is fully described. The educational merit as well as the potential exposure to inappropriate material is to be well documented. It shall be the responsibility of the building administrator to produce and disseminate this information entitled .Policy for Acceptable Use of Computers and Networks." It is advised that this information be included in the Student Handbook and Staff Handbook which aredisseminatedat the beginningof the schoolyearandto newstudent/staffduringthe schoolyear. After the review of this information, all computer and network users are required to sign an agreement in which:

1. The user agrees to not hold the school district or any of its employees responsible for the performance of the computer  system or the content of any material accessed through it.

2. The user attests to have read the .Policy for Acceptable Use of Computers and Networks' and understand that:


. This access is designed for educational purposes and .

. Recognizes that it is impossible to restrict access to all controversial materials.

3. The user agrees to not hold the school district responsible for materials acquired or sent via the networklinternet.

4. The user agrees to abide by the school district guidelines and conditions for the use of the computer system and networks.

5. The user understands that any violation of the school district guidelines is unethical and may constitute a criminal act. A

violation will result in the revocation of computer privileges. School disciplinary action and/or appropriate legal action will be taken.

6. The user is aware that the school district will hold the user responsible for any intentional physical damage to the computers  (hardware or software) and/or the computer network. The user agrees to provide fiscal compensation to replace or repair computer hardware and/or software per school district policy in place for all school district property.

COMPUTER ACCESS WILL BE DENIED TO ANY USER THAT HAS NOT SUBMITTED A SIGNED AGREEMENT AS  OUTLINED ABOVE. PLEASE NOTE THAT STUDENT ACCESS MUST INCUDE BOTH A STUDENT AND  PARTENT/GUARDIAN SIGNATURE OF CONSENT AND AGREEMENT TO THE ABOVE TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

USER CODE OF CONDUCT - All users of the school district's computers and networks are expected to abide by school board policy and the generally accepted rules of computer/network etiquette. Informal rules of behavior have evolved for the use of and communication on the internet and other network services. These rules of behavior include, but are not limited to, the  following:

· Use the computer system for educational purposes only.

· Do not use the computer system for unlawful purposes. Do not place unlawful information on any network system.

· Do not intentionally damage the computer system, damage information belonging to others, misuse system resources, or allow others to misuse system resources.

4. Do not tamper with co"mputers, networks, printers, or other associated equipment except as directed by a teacher,

administrator, or designated computer technologist. Unauthorized entry into computers or vandalism or destruction of

computer equipment and/or files is forbidden and is considered criminal activity under federal law.

5. Report any misuse of the computer system or network to the designated computer technologist and/or school

administration.

6. Do not write, produce, generate, copy, propagate, or attempt to introduce any computer code designed to self-replicate,

damage, or otherwise hinder the performance of any computer's memory, file system, or software.

7. Do not deliberately use the computer system to annoy, offend, or harass others with language, images, or threats.

Users shall not deliberately access or create any obscene or objectionable information, language or images.
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
